On this active adv enture youõll sample two UNESCO World Heritage areas and some of the oldest 

rainforest on the planet. With an emphasis on viewing wildlife, this journey will also give you a glimpse of near -

extinct finches, kangaroos from the basket of a hot air balloon, a nd a rainbow of reef fish, turtles, giant clams 

and coral gardens. Combined with aboriginal culture, unique eco -lodges, and an expert guide, this adventure 

captures the essence of wild Australia.

B.C. to indigenous groups that keep their tra ditions alive. This adventure takes you to the most outstanding and 

seldom visited sites of Ecuador, considered a microcosm of all South America in one easy -to-visit country. The 

journey heads over the eastern Andes and down into a remote Amazonian communi ty, then up to the highlands 

into the Cotopaxi province.
